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 For the January meeting Gary 
DeManche will do a presentation 
on joinery hand saws, including the 
process he developed to make 
some saws that he uses.

David Buchsbaum will lead 
the pre-meeting, which begins at 
6:30 p.m.  
 Gary’s portion of the program 
will begin at 7:30 p.m.  He will 
introduce the basic types of joinery 
saws, covering saw tooth structure 
and cutting geometry including an 
explanation of the concepts of 
pitch, rake and fleam.

Gary will bring exam-
ples of the saws he has made along 
with some hardwood scraps so 
members can try them out. 
 Gary is retired, spending win-
ters in Georgia because his four 
grandchildren are here and sum-
mers in Wyoming because his heart 
is there.  He has been doing some 
sort of woodwork for a long time 
but has only become a serious ama-
teur woodworker in the last six
